Imagine looking at a large land lot and being the first to discover the land. The original Australians were called Aborigines. Going back 50,000 years ago, a small group of people arrived on Northern Australia.  A land that they had to themselves, they seemed to have been prepared to start a new population. 
What appeared to have been an accidental finding of land, the Aborigines were mainly in search of new land, due to the last Ice Age from Europe to North America. Being new to the land, the Aborigines used their knowledge as hunter-gatherers, which consisted of searching through places to hunt animals, gather fruits, nuts, yams and insects.

The lack of exposure of plants appropriate, such as, wheat and tame animals to help had decided that the Aborigines were not famers. The lack of exposure of plants was due to the lack of suitable soil. This was an obstacle for the Aborigines to settle, however they were able to use other sources. The sources had varied due to local changes in environments.  
Another struggle that was created by the time the European settlers arrived; the Aborigines had 250 different tribal groups with their own territories, beliefs and language.  I thought of this as a struggle because they were not one. One thing they did have in common was their centerpiece called the Dreamtime. Dreamtime was they way they understood the world. 

In relation to Guns, Germs and Steel, the Aborigines were killed by the Europeans. How? The Europeans had brought diseases that the Aborigines had no exposure to. Diseases such as smallpox, measles, and common colds killed in massive numbers. Within a couple years’ time the smallpox disease killed half of the population. This led to a decrease in the Aboriginal population. 
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
